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A LETTER FROM PASTOR 

A nother year of confirmation has passed.

The 

kids prepare statements of faith – not long explanations or regurgitating in-

formation – but a short essay on what their faith means to them at this point 

in time.  They have great questions, and a solid foundation.  Tonight we had 

our final examination.  Like many who have gone before them, they came 

with anxiety, fear, and trepidation.  These are all things many of us parents 

think they ―should‖ experience on the night of their final examination for 

confirmation, having gone through it ourselves.  Surviving the confirmation 

exam is a rite of passage I suppose. 

Something strange happened tonight, in me and in them.  They absolutely 

nailed it.  Nina Kublan got a perfect score (Three others were not far off). 

Having spent enough time with young teenagers over the years, I have won-

dered from time to time if they really listen or if they simply nod along to 

look interested.  This group really seems to have not only received the faith; 

they have taken it to heart and made it their own.  I always tell each class 

that each of them will have a ministry somehow, whether it is in their own 

family, with their friends, or perhaps even professionally.  I have no doubt 

that in a few years we’ll be having a conversation come budget time about 

how we can support the seminarians we’ll be sending from St. Matthew.  

We have great kids here, and great parents who have lived their own faith 

with their families.  Thank you for that partnership. 

Our confirmands this year are Jessie Banks, Nick Gasser, Nina Kublan, 

Anna Lauchnor, Alex Maldonado, Zane Milbourn, Doug Nicholson, Tate 

Steinberg, Travis Stone, and Chris Suttmeier. 

Expect much from these young people in the coming years.  I know I do. 

As I head off to Sabbatical Study Leave this summer, I take with me the 

prayers said at confirmation.  I pray that as a church the Father would stir up 

the gift of the Holy Spirit in us for Jesus sake; that God would confirm our 

faith, guide our lives, empower our serving, give us patience in suffering, 

and bring us all to eternal life (ELW, p. 236).  In Christ, may our joy be 

made complete.
